From I-84 take Exit 26 and head East
on Rte. 70 for 8 miles.

From Hartford - 1-84 West toward Waterbury, Take Exit
27 t0 1-691, take Exit 3. Turn right onto Rout 10 South 4.5 miles
to the intersection of Rts. 68 and 70. Take a left onto 68 & 70
